Sacramento—California’s Children’s Hospitals and parents across the State are encouraging Californians to support high quality care for the state’s growing pediatric population by voting for Proposition 3 – the Children's Hospital Bond on November 4. With revenues dedicated to qualifying Children's Hospitals, Proposition 3 will authorize $980 million for grants of $98 million for each of the eight regional Children's Hospitals and $39 million to each of the five University of California Children’s Hospitals. The money will provide funding for the improvement and expansion of Children’s Hospitals and to purchase new medical breakthrough equipment technologies for the treatment of the most seriously ill and injured children in the State.

 According to Diana Dooley, President and CEO of the California Children’s Hospital Association, escalating construction costs, as well as the rising population of California children, have created critical capacity challenges for the Children’s Hospitals. “Planned and needed hospital projects will cost hundreds of millions of dollars,” said Dooley.  “Seeking additional bond funds is the only realistic opportunity to pay for needed improvements and expansions at these facilities,” she added.
Each hospital will be able to apply for project-specific funding from the California Health Facilities Financing Authority upon approval by the voters in November.  Dooley says that “Proposition 3 will allow Children’s Hospitals to build the space and buy the medical technologies and equipment needed for example, for sick babies born prematurely, seriously underweight or with defective organs,” said Dooley.

California’s Children’s Hospitals treat the most serious and life-threatening diseases like childhood leukemia, cancer, heart problems, sickle cell anemia and cystic fibrosis – without regard for a family’s income or ability to pay. “The bottom line is – more children need services at California’s Children’s Hospitals than there is room. I urge voters to support Proposition 3 - the Children’s Hospital Bond,” said Dooley.
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
